On a mixed team, 
at least 25% of the total number of dancers must be male. Any 4 or 8 
hand dances must be from Ar Rinci Fiorne.  Either the first or the second 
figure may be danced (chosen by dancers) and dancing ends after top 
couple completes the selected figure except in: Humors of Bandon in 
which the body is repeated, Sweets of May which is danced through the 
second figure, The Three Tunes which is danced through the Hook and 
Chain, and Gates of Derry which is danced through the Swing Around.  
All other dances (2 and 3 hands) will be danced for 48 bars following an 
8 bar intro.

Each Team will be comprised of 8-16 dancers. The dance must portray 
an Irish theme. Only basic traditional steps are permitted. All dancers 
must be in school costume and on stage from the commencement to 
the end of the dance. The dance must be in 2/4, 4/4, 6/8 or any 
combination of those times with any change lasting a minimum of 16 
bars. If a specific tune is required, the team must supply its own high-
quality recording to be played on its own equipment. 
  

Championship stages will be 
35’ x 40’, Oireachtas 
dimensions.  Younger 
dancers should be prepared 
to dance 3 at a time. 

Preliminary Championship: Dancers are 
required to dance a slip jig (females only) 
or a reel, and a treble jig or hornpipe at 
the discretion of the dancer.  Reels and 
treble jigs are danced for 48 bars; slip jigs 
and hornpipes are danced for 40 bars. 

Open Championship: Dancers are required to 
dance a slip jig (females only) or a reel, a 
treble jig or hornpipe, and a set piece of the 
dancer’s choice.  Reels and treble jigs are 
danced for 48 bars; slip jigs and hornpipes 
are danced for 40 bars. 

Open to all dancers registered for 
Preliminary Championship 
competitions: Dancers may choose 
any set dance, except Under 9 
competitors must choose a traditional 
set dance. Competitions will be 
adjudicated by a single judge
